Don’t Heat Your Home With Your Appliances and Lighting 
 

• On hot days, avoid using the oven; cook on the stove, use a micro-

wave oven, or grill outside. 

• Install efficient lighting that runs cooler then traditional lighting.  Only 

about 10% to 15% of the electricity that incandescent lights consume 

results in light—the rest is turned into heat. 

• Take advantage of daylight instead of artificial lighting , but avoid direct 

sunlight. 

• Wash only full loads of clothes and dishes.  Consider air drying  to 

save energy and reduce home heating during hot days. 

• Attempt to minimize activities that generate a lot of heat, such as run-

ning a computer, burning open flames, running the dishwasher, and 

using hot devices such as curling irons or hair dryers.  Even stereos 

and televisions add heat to your home. 

Keep Hot Air from Leaking Into Your Home 
 

• Seal cracks and openings to prevent warm air from leaking into your 

home. 

• Add caulk or weather-stripping to seal air leaks around leaky doors
